Ballet Idaho’s The Piano
Tickets on sale Monday, January 10th!

The classic American music of George Gershwin 
highlight this February program!
Tickets go on sale Monday, January 10th for Ballet Idaho’s presentation of The Piano.  Join us on February 25, 26, and 27 at the BSU Special Events Center for three different ballets that will explore the dynamic range of emotions, expressions and experiences that emerge from one instrument’s power.  Ballet dancers hear piano music for class and rehearsal – now it is used in a deeper way and elevated to the main stage as an instrument of personal expression.
Headlining the February program is By George!  Like an evening on Broadway, audiences will enjoy dances choreographed to the classic American music of George Gershwin including Someone to Watch Over Me, Strike Up the Band and some lesser known selections including Rialto Ripples and Promenade, which was written specifically for the scene in the 1937 film Shall We Dance, where Fred Astaire and Ginger Rogers are walking their dogs. Also on the program is Brahm’s Waltzes, with new choreography by Artistic Director, Peter Anastos.  Pianist Juli Draney will perform Johannes Brahm’s waltzes, Op. 39 and Intermezzo, Op. 117.  The ballet is a reverie, a series of vignettes on the theme of love, with a slightly Viennese accent, the Vienna before the overblown bourgeois ballrooms of Lanner and Strauss, the Vienna where couples danced quietly in secret gardens under the linden trees. Balletmaster Alex Ossadnik choreographs Moonlight Shadows to one of Sergei Prokofiev’s darkest and most mysterious pieces, Sonata for Piano and Violin, performed by pianist Felix Eisenhauer and violinist, Jennifer Sullivan.
